Eligibility. Students currently registered for a PhD at a European university are eligible to apply. They need to be a student EAWOP member by the time that the use the EAWOP travel grant. Any member can be awarded a maximum of one travel grant. The application should include (i) the completed application form available on the EAWOP webpage; (ii) a copy of the abstract submitted to the EAWOP program committee (only one first-authored abstract per applicant); and (iii) a copy of the notification of acceptance of your submission. Criteria. The following evaluation criteria will be applied: a) Scientific merit of conference submission; b) Strength of the applicant’s scholarly achievements; and c) Academic need and expected academic benefit; i.e. postgraduates from countries/departments, which have only limited access to travel funds and whose infrastructure or training facilities are less well developed than elsewhere are especially encouraged to apply and are given preference.
